Le Corbeau (“The Raven”) is predominately
Grenache, made in the style of the seductive and
expressive wines of the Chateauneuf du Pape
region of the Rhone Valley. This bright
ruby-colored wine has alluring aromas of sweet
raspberries, wild plums, lavender, earthy
mushrooms, and white pepper along with hints of
black tea and orange peel. On the palate, it has a
smooth entry that leads to a broad mouthfeel with
flavors of créeme de cassis, blackberries, citrus rind,
and intriguing notes of mace and cardamom.
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
